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We are now in the seventh week of the SBA 2010 Secondary School League.  This year we have 42 teams 

entered, which is slightly down on last year. Standings as at July 5 are: 
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In conjunction with Special Olympics Southland we have initiated the inaugural Special Olympics Basketball 

League for Southland.  Based on the successful Nelson league, this is a fantastic opportunity for Special Olympics 
athletes to play in a local league, leading to a Special Olympics Southland Basketball team to play against other 
regions. Feedback to date has been very positive and everyone is enjoying the opportunity and experience.  
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This year for the first time with the SHARKS in town the SHARK school programme begun. This programme 

provided 1200 hours of coaching in Invercargill schools and was hugely popular. Thank you to all the schools who 
took advantage of this offer and welcomed the SHARKS into their schools. An added initiative fostered and 
supported by Sports Southland targeted 5 South City schools that 

have not normally had a big basketball involvement. This venture 
culminated in all the 5 schools taking part in games at Stadium 
Southland and was great fun with some very young talent shining 

through. Many thanks to Jim Watson , Peter Dunne and the team for 
their hard work in making this such a success and to Richard and the 
SHARKS for their time and effort. There are still a few SHARKS in 

town to continue the coaching programme so any school wanting 
some coaching should contact the office to get booked in.  
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Camps and development sessions have been held this year throughout the season and school holidays and SBA 

have also participated in the Sport Southland holiday programme twice so far. . All of these have been very popular 
and numbers are significantly upon last year. More clinics will be held in the next lot of school holidays and at the 
end of the school year. Development sessions for under 17 and 19 age groups are planned to be held in the 

remainder of the year and information will be sent via schools. �
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Wheelchair Development sessions were run for six weeks on Monday nights, aimed at providing an introduction to 
the sport.  Southland Boys' High showed great support for this initiative with several students showing up each 
night.  A small core of disabled athletes also attended which has been great to see.   
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To date there have been no referee clinics held this season but it has been nice to see some new referees on the 

scene both in the A Grade and Sec School leagues.  There will be a Yellow Whistle ( beginners) course planned 
soon for which the information will be distributed shortly and a level one course for those new referees who wish to 
develop their skills even further.  

Statistics training was provided prior to the SHARKS season and it is great to have some trained people in that 
area now.  
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Richard is planning on running some coaching courses to expand our coaching base and encourage potential 

coaches to go further in our sport. A getting started course is to be held before mini-ball begins and a level one 
course has been promoted as well. These courses have not been well attended in the past and it is hoped that this 
year we can generate some interest to make these happen.  Richard is also looking at developing some coaching 

resources for use by coaches at all levels including beginning coaches in schools. More on this as it becomes 
available .   
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Hard to believe that we have survived a season in the NBL and what a ride it has been.  To have imagined that we would have an 
NBL team this time last year , let alone make the playoffs in our first  year was not even on most people’s radars.  However , we 
did just that, daring to dream the  impossible and make it happen. History now tells the story of the 2010 SHARKS campaign – 
finishing the season with a  9 win – 9 loss record and being part of playoff games. The whole campaign was very much a 
collaborative effort, typical Southland initiative and drive to make things happen in a very short space of time.   National feedback 
is that we put on the best home game show, are a professional organised franchise and that we are a model in several areas for 
others in the league – not bad for first timers. Our boys were and still are accredit to us all both on and off the court – well doen to 
Richard ,Trevor and Murray and the rest of the support crew who put our name in lights.  

To all our wonderful sponsors, especially the ILT, the ILT Foundation, CTOS and SIT – we would not have been able to do it 
without you. Thanks for the faith that you have shown in Southland Basketball and our ability to compete at the highest possible 
level.
