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There will be a further 2 camps /clinics run in the school holidays in September. On Monday 27" and
Tuesday 28" ages 9-14 will be catered for from 9am — 3pm. Cost $45 and pre-registration necessary.

On Wednesday 29 there will be half day clinic for 5 — 8 year old players 9.30-12.30 — cost $20 and
again pre-registration necessary.

SBA will also have some involvement in the Sport Southland Holiday programme although it will be
slightly less than in the past.

With the imminent retirement of several senior experienced referees this year we are mindful of the
need to begin development of new referees. With this in mind there will be 2 clinics offered in the next
month. One is a Yellow Whistle Course for new referees and the other one will be a development clinic
for those already refereeing in local competitions. The Yellow whistle course has been set for 2 nights
initially, 16™ and 23" of September from 6.30 — 8.30pm at the Stadium and the Development Clinic will
be on September 9 from 6.30-8.30, also at the stadium . All information will be distributed shortly and
hopefully will gain some interest in officiating. With miniball starting in the 4™ term this would be an
ideal competition to begin to develop new young referees.

In the last few weeks Richard has met with representative coaches to outline SBA’s coaching
philosophies and the need for skill progression through the representative programme. This has been
received favourably and should aid in the development of our players. He is currently working on a SBA
Coaching Certificate which will be the entry level for our representative coaches and will be available to
all current and potential coaches at all levels. This course will be run as soon as the development of it is
complete and will be run 2 or 3 times per year. A Getting Started in Coaching Course will be offered
prior to miniball starting on September 23 " at 5.30 pm at the Stadium. This will be a 2 and a half hour
course which will be both practical on the court and theory sessions. Pre-registration for this is
requested. Richard and the SHARKS players have continued their work in schools where there has
been demand.

The Southland Sharks have taken their first step towards next year's national basketball league by re-signing
reserve players lan Cathcart and Paratene McLeod.

Cathcart was the Sharks' vice-captain in their inaugural season in the league this year and appeared in 17 games.
The 28-year-old impressed off the bench with his outstanding defence and hustle. He moved from Oamaru to
Invercargill to play for the Sharks and now works at the Southern Institute of Technology as a student support
officer.

McLeod, 19, saw court time in seven games for the Sharks and did not look out place in New Zealand's flagship
basketball competition. The born-and-bred Southlander is regarded as a player for the future and Sharks officials
will be hoping he continues to develop his play next season and increase his contribution on court. Sharks coach
Richard Dickel said it was exciting to secure their first signings for next season .
